Primera Iglesia Stafford, under the leadership of Pastor Daniel Acuña, suffered severe 
damages to its facilities.  Damages include flat ceiling roofing blown off; roof shingles blown 
off; water damage to ceilings, insulation, walls, carpet, pews, doors, and paneling; storage 
shed destroyed; fences down; and steeple bent down. 

 

 
 
The church has insurance with at $4,000 deductible.  The church would appreciate any 
financial assistance.
